OLD BUSINESS

1.  Engineer's Report: 


a) Creek Road realignment project: Mr. Kirchner reported there was a complaint of a sink hole and it is being addressed.  The road pavement will begin and the residents will be notified.

b) Escrow projects: Mr. Kirchner reported there was nothing new for Rivers Edge, Creekside, The Crossings and Abundant Life.  Mrs. Hinkle asked how the connection fee for Abundant Life was calculated.  Mr. Kirchner replied it was based on their number of units or equivalent dwelling units (EDU) and this was just for Phase I.  Mr. Kirchner stated the Authority can collect additional in lieu of connection fees for the rest of the Phases also.  Mr. Dillenbeck stated there should be an amendment to the Code stating an applicant must have all their taxes and subsequent fees paid prior to appearing before the Authority and Mrs. Daley should be aware of when an applicant will appear to ensure all entities are paid to date.

c) Easements: Mr. Kirchner reported this is progressing.
2.  Beverly Sewerage Authority Meeting Report: Mr. Weller reported the plant improvements are progressing without incident and should be completed soon.  Mr. Kirchner reported they are working on ways to comply with the regulations in removing the copper and zinc the water company adds to the water.  He stated it seems foolish to discharge cleaner water than what the water company gives.
3.  Operator's Report:  Mr. Weller reported the flows have increased significantly due to excess rain.  Mr. Weller reported Delanco exceeded the allocated flow amount to Beverly and may have to pay the extra amount of one dollar ($1.00) per 1,000 gallons in excess.  Mr. Weller reported the West Avenue pump station motor grinded out and will need replacing.  Mr. Weller reported he will order a spare for the other stations.  Mrs. Hinkle asked if the State tested for medications and Mr. Weller replied not at this time but will in the future.
