RESOLUTION 2010-24

INTRODUCTION OF THE 2011 BUDGET

FISCAL YEAR: FROM JANUARY 1, 2011 TO DECEMBER 31, 2011


WHEREAS, the Annual Budget and Capital Budget for the Delanco Sewerage Authority for the fiscal year beginning January 1, 2011 and ending December 31, 2011 has been presented before the governing body of the Delanco Sewerage Authority at its open public meeting of October 12, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.; and


WHEREAS, the Annual Budget as introduced reflects Total Revenues of $917,500 Total Appropriations including any Accumulated Deficit if any, of $1,048,342 and Total Unrestricted Net Assets utilized of $130,842; and


WHEREAS, the Capital Budget as introduced reflects Total Capital Appropriations of $100,000 and Total Unrestricted Net Assets planned to be utilized as funding thereof, of $100,000; and


WHEREAS, the schedule of rates, fees and other charges in effect will produce sufficient revenues, together with all other anticipated revenues to satisfy all obligations to the holders of bonds of the Authority, to meet operating expenses, capital outlays, debt service requirements, and to provide for such reserves, all as may be required by law, regulation or terms of contracts and agreements; and


WHEREAS, the Capital Budget/Program pursuant of N.J.A.C. 5:31-2, does not confer any authorization to raise or expend funds; rather it is a document to be used as part of the said Authority’s planning and management objectives.  Specific authorization to expend funds for the purposes described in this section of the budget, must be granted elsewhere; by bond resolution, by a project financing agreement, by resolution appropriating funds from the Renewal and Replacement Reserve or other means provided by law.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the governing body of the Delanco Sewerage Authority, at an open public meeting held on October 12, 2010 that the Annual Budget, including appended Supplemental Schedules, and the Capital Budget/Program of the Delanco Sewerage Authority for the fiscal year beginning January 1, 2011 and ending December 31, 2011 is hereby approved; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the anticipated revenues as reflected in the Annual Budget are of sufficient amount to meet all proposed expenditures/expenses and all covenants, terms and provisions as stipulated in the said Authority’s outstanding debt obligations, capital lease agreements, service contracts, and other pledged agreements; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the governing body of the Delanco Sewerage Authority will consider the Annual Budget and Capital Budget/Program for adoption on November 9, 2010.

OLD BUSINESS
1.  Engineer's Report: 


a) Escrow projects: Mr. Ben Weller substituting for Mr. Kirchner reported Abundant Life still hasn’t submitted a letter stating they are discharging to Delanco and there is nothing new for RiversEdge, Creekside, The Crossings and Zurbrugg Site

b) Easements: Environmental Resolutions submitted a proposal for professional surveying services totaling $5,750.00.  After reviewing the current budget, this proposal is tabled until next year.
2.  Beverly Sewerage Authority Meeting Report: Mr. Fred Weller reported the State is reviewing the application for the plant improvements.
3.  Operator's Report:  Mr. Fred Weller reported Delanco generated 68% of the flow to the plant at the close of Beverly Sewerage Authority’s fiscal year.  He reported there were five (5) weeks where Delanco’s flow was above the contracted 500,000 gallons per day and the Beverly Sewerage Authority will submit an invoice charging Delanco the contracted $1.00 per 1,000 gallons overage.  Mr. Fred Weller reported on September 21, the Burlington County DEP inspected the generators and informed him he needs to check the air quality each day prior to starting the generators which is logged each time.  Mr. Fred Weller reported on September 29, the New Jersey DEP inspected the collection system and informed him he needs to have a detailed manual with very specific instructions on how to operate the system.  This manual is being created.  Mr. Fred Weller reported there were odor complaints along West Avenue which have been resolved by pulling the grinders, chlorinating and plugging a hole.
4.  TD Bank processing fees: Mr. Heinold substituting for Mr. Coleman was not apprised to this issue.  Therefore, Mr. Coleman will report on it next month.
NEW BUSINESS
1.  League of Municipalities Convention: Mr. Jenkins and Mr. Lewandowski expressed interest in attending.
2.  Mr. Jenkins will submit to the Municipal Clerk a written letter requesting reappointment.
3.  Mrs. Daley will obtain a quote from Harris Computer to change the billing program so it doesn’t use the readings to calculate the consumption.
