MEETING OPEN TO THE PUBLIC
Summer Program: Emily reported camp is going well. She is getting more parents to help this year therefore she did not have to pay as many teachers. They are volunteering to go on trips also which is also a savings towards teachers’ salaries. There were two parents that were given a discount this year towards the summer camp and trips. Mr. McFadden suggested possibly obtaining a list from the school for the underprivileged that may not be able to afford summer camp. This way maybe recreation could pay for some of the children that could not go to camp due to costs.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Administrative Committee: The sod work is complete and irrigation is complete for Pennington Park. The parking lot is being worked on today. There is a concern about the driveway that runs down the middle of the park. If the marina was to open back up or if new houses were to be built there then that would mean additional traffic, trailers etc., running through the middle of the fields and near the concession stands. Mr. Letizio feels that the questions that are being asked by the subcommittee, about the concerns are not being answered. Mr. Letizio feels that every subcommittee should have minutes taken at meetings. Mr. Lord stated that any group can have a private person come in and take minutes at any meeting.
The Master Planning Task Force:  Mr. Letizio, Mr. McFadden and Mr. Lord will be getting together to revise the Master Plan. They would like to add Pennington, possibly have the schools manage the fields as opposed to Recreation managing them.

4. Theatre Camp: Gabby, the theatre director sent a letter for recreation to let them know what is going on. She did not attend. She is moving camp to auditorium to Walnut Street School, August 8th to the 12th. Would like to put out flyers and have the children to take them home to encourage people to join next year. She would like to make up poster boards and put them up in high volume areas to encourage enrollment. Recreation suggested that she contact the fire department and different places around town to display them. She would like to have tickets be 4.00 or should there be different prices for seniors, children, etc. Mr. Lord suggested that you put a per person donation for the play instead of charging a flat fee. She would like to charge 5.00 for DVD’s of the play and she would like to know if that is ok. Mr. Letizio will take charge of making copies of DVD’s so no charge is necessary. She needs to contact school about getting in to work on the lighting. She should not tamper with the lights by using pliers and things to adjust them. She should only use switches to turn them off and on if it is possible. She is having a few problems with the kids bickering. They are getting better. They are going to do certificates on her computer for the kids. The children and Mrs. Segal would like to get Gabby roses. She would like to know if she can ask the children for a dollar a person. Recreation suggested that she asks Hagan Rossi and see if she can provide anything for them. 
5. Community: Day is October 8th Mrs. Hildenbrand will cover the table this year. 
6. Fall Fest: October 15th.   

The Facility Operations Committee: Soccer team would like to have priority over the Flag Football team to use the Pearson School Field. DYSA would like to have Recreation take care of the field behind Pearson. Recreation will not take care of the field behind Pearson. They suggest that they go to the Board of Education and submit their concern. Mr. Letizio suggested that the Babe Ruth Field be given a time frame for baseball and then flag football will have to work around that.

A child was hit in the face while a batter waiting for their turn to bat. There was a request for a batter’s box for the batter waiting to bat so a child can swing the bat for warm-up. Mr. Letizio was thinking possibly an area to be fenced off. Mr. Letizio would have to check with John Fennimore to see how he can still cut the grass and if he was ok with a permanent structure. In the past DYSA used a red snow fence and fenced the area off so the batters could warm up. Recreation for now will suggest this to DYSA before adding a permanent structure. Recreation will see if it is in next year’s budget to put up a more permanent structure.   
Mr. McFadden said he was at a township meeting that people asked if the Township would put up benches on the property they own. Mr. McFadden would like to know how that would fit into the new Master Plan that will be drawn up.
