Administrative Committee:

6. Memorial Day Parade: May 30, 2010 Mr. Letizio talked to Riverside String Band fee is  $400.000. Mr. Letizio will put on website to get vender permits at township building. Mrs. Jass would like stamped self addressed envelope to go out with letters. Mr. McFadden will send letter to Riverside Police to see if they would like to be in the parade. Need to find a Grand Marshall. 
7. Summer Concerts: Ms. Quinn has three bands, Event will be held at Marina. Last Thursday of each month. Wording on contract will need to be added that Recreation will not pay traveling fees. June 24th,  July 29th, August 26th will be the concert dates.
The Facility Operations Committee: 
1. Need ball on top of flag pole. Firemen will put it on the flag pole. Need Electrician for West Ave flag pole. Ms. Quinn will ask Savanna DiPeitro.  
2. Mr. Letizio received request for field use. However he would like to propose that Recreation revises the policy for field use and drop the fees and just charge a larger security deposit. Surrounding townships do not charge for field use. Motion by Mr. Letizio, seconded by Ms. Quinn to remove field use fees and add larger security deposit of $250.00 dollars per scheduling season. All were in favor and the motion was carried.

3. Mr. Fennimore contacted Mr. Letizio saying the skate park is in bad shape need repair. Mr. McFadden and Mr. Letizio looked at the skate park. Not quite as bad as they had though however it does need repair. Mr. Letizio is looking into companies that might fix it. If repairs can not be done Recreation may have to remove the Skate Park.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Mr. Letizio found Picnic Tables 842.00 each $645.77 for shipping they are solid concrete. 
2010 Budget: Ms. Fitzpatrick would like Mrs. Ballinghoff’s salary and the teachers for the summer program out of Recreation’s budget this year. Ms. Fitzpatrick would like Recreation to reconsider giving the fire department $1500.00. 
NEW BUSINESS:  
1. Dove soap has a website for children. Mrs. Jass would like to see if Katrina at the library would be interested in doing this with the Children possibly in September. 
2. Mr. Letizio received correspondence from Partners for Kids and Family. They wanted to know if we had a summer program. Recreation decided due to staffing issues the program could not handle the volume if they opened it up to non-Delanco residents. 

Motion made by Mrs. Jass, seconded by Mr. McFadden to have the Summer Program for Delanco residents only. All were in favor and the motion was carried.

3. Mr. Letizio received correspondence for Zoomba classes. Ms. Quinn is going to look into cost and if it conflicts with Women’s Club Aerobics classes. 

4. Mr. Letizio received a letter from Mr. Bellan to have a three on three basketball tournament benefiting National Cancer Foundation on May 15th. Mr. Letizio is looking to have the basketball courts refinished.
