MEETING OPEN TO THE PUBLIC
Mayor Ouellette opened the meeting to the public.
1. Marlene Jass, 4 McCay Way, asked for clarification on the amount of the bond

reductions for Rivers Edge and the Point for Resolutions 2007-42 and 2007-43.

The Township Administrator, Mr. Steven Corcoran stated that he had the amounts:
e amount under original performance guarantee (Rivers Edge Phase V) is.
$642,504; reduced $293,064; balance of $349, 440
(Rivers Edge Phase 111):
$762,990; reduced $374,556; balance of $388,434
Mr. Corcoran noted that these amounts do not include the surety or cash balancesin
either case, and these would be amost as much as the performance amount.
Ms. Jass asked how much more they could be reduced (the percentage)
(The Point):
$436,856.40; reduced $305,799.48; balance of $131,056.92
2. Al Nicola, 313 Princeton Avenue, commented that John Fenimore in conjunction
with Mr. Corcoran did an excellent job at Bogg's Ditch. Mr. Nicola said that Mr.

Fenimore saved the Township alot of money because he got the County involved

in the cleanup.

3. Steve Schofield, 400 Burlington Avenue, made a request that the minutes for the

Joint Land Use Board be updated on the website.

e Economic Advisory Council —two timesin the last three or four meetings; no
one showed up — asked if there was any way they could put a cancellation on
the website

Committeewoman, Kate Fitzpatrick stated that the Economic Advisory Council is not
meeting until the apartment conversion project isworked out. Ms. Fitzpatrick asked
the Municipa Clerk to have Marie DiSibio post this information on the website.

e commented that April 1% is approaching quickly and the last two years there
have been discussions about making changes in the renta registrations

Mayor Ouellette stated that there will be an ordinance at the February 5, 2007
Township Committee Meeting that will address these issues.
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e asked what the Resolution 2007-37 Redevel opment investigation was about
Mayor Ouellette explained that the Township Committee is requesting that the Joint
Land Use Board do a study of the Rhawn tract and another property owned by Rhawn
to see what would be the best fit for our community isin this area.

4. John Rahenkamp, 1700 Second Street, reinforced the fact that Bogg's Ditch was
being cleaned up. Mr. Rahenkamp commented that he noticed an article in the
Municipal magazine about skimmer patrolsin North Jersey. Mr. Rahenkamp
stated that he feels there is going to be a continuing problem at Bogg's Ditch and
we will be back in the same situation as we just had, and feels that there should be
along term plan for this area.

The Township Administrator, Mr. Steven Corcoran stated that he spoke to

Congressman Saxton and his staff afew weeks ago and they are coordinating a

meeting with the Corp of Engineers and everyone involved to explore ideas for

Bogg' s Ditch on a continuous basis. Mr. Corcoran stated that, unofficially and

informally, the County has agreed to maintain this open for us.

ZURBRUGG MANSION REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT

The Township Administrator, Mr. Steven Corcoran, stated that everyone has a copy
of the agreement in their packet. The agreement states that the redevel oper J2 can
make repairs as needed to sustain the viability and the condition of the building
through the winter. Mr. Corcoran stated that he recommends the Township
Committee adopt the agreement and properly executed as to its understanding of
repairs or corrections or anything done to the building.

Mayor Ouellette asked for comments from the Township Committee. Committeewoman
Joan Hinkle stated that she thinksit is a good agreement and covers everything that they
areinterested in.

* Al Nicola, 313 Princeton Avenue, questioned the retrofit on the Dietz and Watson
building and asked if it still qualified as nontaxable. Committeewoman Kate Fitzpatrick
stated that this question was submitted to the Township Solicitor and the Township
Committee has not received an answer yet.

* Mr. Nicolacommented that he felt that the redevel opment of the Zurbrugg Mansion
should equal or enhance the looks of the existing property and the surrounding properties.
» Mr. Nicola questioned what would happen if the Bed and Breakfast doesn’t make it and
feels that more condos will arise and who will educate the kids

* Mr. Nicolagave abrief history of projects completed in the Township by the
redeveloper and feels that the Township Committee should be careful in their decisions

Committeeman Mike Templeton clarified the pilot agreement for Price was transferred to
Dietz and Watson. Mr. Templeton read a statement from the Pilot Agreement; “the
annual service charge (pilot money) should not be affected by any revaluation or
reassessment during the term of this agreement unless taxable improvements are made to
the premises.”

* Marlene Jass, 4 McCay Way, stated that there are 250 homes in Newton’s Landing and
55 homes at the Point.

* Ms. Jass asked when the new tax assessor hours would be and when he would be
starting and asked if his hours could be posted on the Township website
