 RECYCLING CART PLACEMENT, where you place your cart for collection is just as 

important as what goes in! Click here for details. 

 

 SWIMMING POOLS—Permits are required for Swimming Pools which can hold water 24 

inches or more in depth. (Township Code, Chapter 254) This includes in ground, above ground 

and on-ground swimming pools, hot tubs and spas, regardless if they are permanent structures or 

will be take down at the end of the summer. 

 

 PLEASE CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR PET! Delanco Code § 249-7-8  Requirement for 

disposal: All pet owners and keepers are required to immediately and properly dispose of their 

pet's solid waste deposited on any property, public or private, not owned or possessed by that 

person. Note, any owner or keeper who requires the use of a disability assistance animal shall be 

exempt from the provisions of this article while such animal is being used for that purpose. 

 

 GRASS CLIPPINGS and/or other debris may not be blown into the street as it is a violation of 

our storm water plan and ordinance 2006-04.  This type of debris can be washed by rain into the 

storm drains, then directly to our water supplies.  Grass may be bagged and put out with your 

regular trash.  Let’s work together to keep Delanco a Clean Community!
